
Water is the root cause for many health problems and access to safe drinking water is rare in Govt schools and 

proper sanitation has been confined to few corporate schools. With an aim to equip Government schools with 

safe drinking water supply and proper sanitation, M/s SALPG has approved and funded the project for 

Veeranarayanam school, Madugula under CSR programme.   

Initially we approached the School management to discuss about project for approval. Later they too involved 

in project and provided a separate bore well. School Teachers got inspired and contributed towards project. It 

was a festive environment and children too wanted to contribute and they worked hard towards landscaping 

& Gardening.  

 

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE PROJECT :  

V M/s SALPG opted to support the project under its CSR activity 

which has addressed and provided a solution to the existing 

problems of the school. 

V Executed the project in just 2 weeks. Started on March 11th  & 

Completed on March 22nd. 

V Project will benefit 150 BOYS and 180 GIRLS. 

V Earlier there were neither proper toilets nor drinking water, 

Project created immediate relief to the beneficiaries. 

V Very good community participation. School committee chairman 

used personal fund for drilling new bore well. 

V Children participated in project and worked hard in miscellaneous 

jobs (Gardening, landscaping, painting etc). 

V Complete support from HM & Teachers and excellant reception. 

ACCESS TO SAFE DRINKING WATER & SANITATION  

The project was formally inaugurated by Mr R Chandrasekhar, 

President of srujanavani on 25th March 2014. Other digniteries 

included Mr Satyam Babu (Sarpanch), Mr. Satya Prasad (School 

committee chairman), Ms. Gayathri (HM), Mr Sanayasa Rao 

(Elementary school HM) and Mr. YV Tarak (CFO, srujanavani), Mr. 

Uma shankar (Coordinator, srujanavani) explained about M/s SALPG 

and their continuous support for CSR programmes. Mr. R 

Chandrasekhar addressed the gathering and stressed on self-

reformation and character building as the pillars for wholistic 

development. He said “Swach or Shuddh” are the two main areas 

which every school  be equipped with. In that direction, we 

approached M/s SALPG to sponsor for RO unit for “swach” water and 

measures for improving sanitation ”Shuddh” in school and they were 

cordial & kind to support the project.  



INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPED :  

1) Installed a Bore pump in school premises .  

2) Provided piping from pump to overhead tanks and from tanks to RO 

3) Provided new piping for toilets. 

4) Installed and commissioned RO unit with a capacity of 50 LPH. 

5) Both Boys and Girls Toilet were restructured. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

FEED BACK : 

V One girl expressed that she used to avoid drinking water during school timings to avoid urinals due to 

lack of sanitation in toilets. Now there is no issue as the toilets were restructured with all amenities. 

V School cook expressed that earlier food preparation was difficult with the sole hand pump available in 

school, now it is easy. 

V Mr Satya Prasad (School committee chairman), proudly declared that veeranarayanam school has 

facilities like those for a corporate school. 

V Ms Suneetha (Teacher) shared that students now realized and felt the importance of sanitation. 

 

WAY AHEAD: 

V A committee with name “Water & Sanitation” has been formed with students, Teacher and school 

committee chairman for monitoring the usage of RO unit and to carry out any repairs in future. The 

committee will ensure usage of toilets and maintain sanitation. 

V The committee will meet once in every month to review the requirements.

Veeranarayanam is a very small  school with 330 students and Govt sanctions rarely 

reach this place but with the help M/s SALPG the school has fulfilled the long 

cherised dream. She has praised srujanavani for its continuous efforts in developing 

the educational temper in students through various activities like science exhibition, 

Yuva kiran project etc. She inspired children to study and bring laurels to the school 

in coming days.Mr Satya prasad (School committee chairman) has stressed on 

importance of community particiaption in all such activites and he has encouraged 

the local community to contribute for digging of borewell in this project. He 

emphasised that Govt. Should focus on small schools and help to develop 

infrastructure. Mr. Satyam Babu (Sarpanch) promised to help to the extent possible 

in developing the school. Mr YV Tarak (srujanavani) inspired students to develop 

patriotic fervour and empahised on Discipline, cleanliness & self-development which 

has been the key to success in many developed countries.
